Engine Storage and Preservation

From Sacramento Sky Ranch

1.  Turn the engine upside down. Normally engine oil drains into the sump where it doesn't offer much engine protection.  By turning upside down the oil sits in the engine crankcase and keeps the camshaft and camshaft followers submerged.  Lycoming carburetor engines sit better upside down than resting on the sump.

2.  Fill with engine oil. The more air you displace the less air and condensation inside the engine.

3.  Install dehydrator plugs (AN4062-1 available from Sky Ranch) into the spark plug holes. Dehydrator plugs not only draw moisture from the combustion chamber but turn pink when moisture gets inside the combustion chamber.

4.  Duct-tape any openings. Keep out moisture, and small critters that may like your engine.

5.  Keep the temperature stable in the room that the engine's stored in. Air expands and contracts as the temperature changes, expelling and then drawing 

moist air into your engine. Condensation has less chance of forming when the temperature is controlled. Bottom line--the best place to store an aircraft engine is in your living room.

Metal Props for Homebuilts


Your newsletter editor has been checking the Sensenich Propeller internet web site.  They have in production a 70" fixed pitch metal prop developed for 150/160 horsepower Lycoming-powered RV-6's, T-18's, Glasairs, and applicable to other homebuilts in the RV's speed range.  They are also in testing on a 72" fixed pitch metal prop intended for the same aircraft using 180 hp Lycomings.  They also announced that the TBO on all of their metal props have been raised from 1000 hours to 2000 hours.

New Engines In Work

The DeltaHawk people in Racine, WI, are working on an aero diesel engine.  The engine's specifications are for a turbocharged 4-cylinder, 2-cycle, V-4, liquid-cooled, 250-lb engine putting out 200 hp at 2500 rpm. The prototype has been running since January. Another promising diesel which has also received a lot of attention is the Zoche Aero-Diesel.  Michael Zoche of Munich, Germany, has been working on this project for many years.  Many people have criticized him for promising year after year that production was imminent.  However, he apparently hasn't taken anyone's money in pursuing the project, which is commendable.  He is developing a line of three turbocharged diesel aero engines: a 2-cylinder vee, 121 lb. engine rated at 70 hp at 2500 rpm; a 4-cylinder radial, 185 lb. engine rated at 150 hp at 2500 rpm; and a twin-row, 8-cylinder radial, 271 lb. engine rated at 300 hp. A French Renault aero-diesel is also in work, as well as Teledyne Continental flat four diesel.  Lycoming may also have one in work.

Brake Information

Vance Atkinson, Cozy Newsletter


I had reason to replace O-rings in my brake calipers.  I came up with some pretty close O's, but not identical.  Needless to say, after tearing them down, cleaning, reinstalling the O-rings and bleeding the whole mess they still didn't work so hot.  So I would up calling Cleveland Brakes (Parker Hannifin) in Ohio.  The calipers are the heavy duty units, Cleveland part number 30-133.  The O-ring part number is MS 28775-224 (it's a standard ring).  You can get them from any local aircraft parts store.  Cost, $1.15 each.  You CANNOT get them from Cleveland, Wicks or Spruce.  If you don't get a good solid brake action using the first 3rd of your pedals, try replacing the O-rings, and you'll be glad you did.  When I took my calipers apart, they were slightly pitted on the inside of the piston area.  If yours haven't been apart for some years, be prepared to polish the inside surfaces.  After doing all this stuff I was relieved to find brake action was restored to like-new.


I asked several people at Parker-Hannifin (Cleveland) if there were any problems using DOT 3 or 5 automotive brake fluid in their aircraft systems, like I and other builders have been using for years.  I received mixed replies.  One of their engineers said they couldn't recommend it, because they hadn't tested it.  For you builders out there, one of the biggest advantages of using DOT 5 silicone brake fluid is it's non-flammable, cheap, and readily available.  The disadvantage is that it's clear (ed. note:  light purple) and hard to see in the lines and leaves no stains.  If you decide to make this change, I suggest you do a good job of flushing the system first, and maybe even change O-rings.
