No-Mess Filter Change

Light Plane Maintenance, February 1999

It doesn’t seem to matter how many rags you stuff in and around the oil filter, some dirty oil always seems to sneak past the barrier whenever the filter is removed.  In some installations, the stuff continues to streak out of seams and joints in the firewall or nose gear tunnel only to be replenished with a fresh load every 50 hours.  Continental Permold engines – those equipped with a front-mounted alternator – are particularly nasty in that the filter sits upright on the oil filter adapter located at the left rear corner of the engine.


Once the oil starts draining out of the loose filter assembly, a steady stream of dirty petroleum finds it way into every crease and lapped joint.


Well, we’ve been told there is a solution that saves rags and the nerves of meticulous owners.  Mechanic John Wells and the boys from Arapahoe Aero, Inc., 12760 East control Tower Rd., Box K-1, Englewood, CO 80112 (phone: 303-799-8391), a fixed-base operator and Mooney dealer, have come up with a nifty solution.


Using a center punch, drive through the hex nut spot-welded to the top of the filter.  Once the punch enters the filter canister, it will break and vent the tilter bypass located at the top of the filter element.  This will allow hot oil to drain from the filter back into the filter adapter and the engine oil pump assembly.  Allow the filter to drain for about 10 to 20 minutes.


Then, pull the propeller back through several revolutions.  This will provide suction from the oil pump, pulling any remaining oil from the filter.  The filter can then be removed without spilling a drop of oil.


The time it takes to drain the filter completely might vary depending on oil weight and temperature, so you might want to experiment a bit.  But no matter how long the wait, it sure beats wiping oil out of the engine compartment and off the belly.
